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STEP 1- Apply 3 to 4 coats of Goldfish to the entire mug using the # 8 round brush.

STEP 2- Using the same round brush, side load the brush with Indian Summer and brush
stripes up the outside of the mug about an inch apart.

STEP 3- Trace pattern of the face to the front of the mug. Apply 3 coats of What a Yolk to the
eyes, nose and mouth. Outline and fill pupils using Black Lab. Apply a white highlight in each
eye using Bumpy Snow.

STEP 4- Apply a small leaf stroke to the inside top area of the mug and to the outside of the
handle using the # 6 square brush.

STEP 5- Using the small detail brush, apply the squiggly vines.

STEP 6- Dip into 9000 Clear Dipping Glaze and fire to a shelf cone 06.
